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glimpse into God’s very being – into who God is 
and how God acts in creation and toward us.  
Consider both the parallels and the overlaps in 
these terms when thought of as corresponding 
to the existence and actions of Father, Son and 
Holy Spirit – of Creator, Redeemer and 
Sanctifier/Reconciler.   
 Early Greek theologians employed a 
most unique word for their understanding of how 
our Trinitarian God works.  That word is 
“perichoresis”.  What the word means essentially 
is a dance that is perfectly orchestrated and 
perfectly performed.  When applied to Father, 
Son and Holy Spirit, these theologians saw them 
(metaphorically of course) involved in a 
perpetual dance of creation, redemption, and 
reconciliation together, with Each in perfect 
unison with the Other, and Each perfectly 
anticipating and in coordination with, the actions 
of Each Other. 
 There is and always will be a 
mysteriousness to God’s Being which will be 
beyond our grasp.  How, after all, can finite 
beings even begin to ‘comprehend’ Infinity?  
How can we humans, flawed in so many, many 
ways, even begin to ‘comprehend’ Perfection?  
How can we sinners even begin to ‘comprehend’ 
absolute “Goodness”?  And yet, even as we ask 
such questions we do at least begin to 
comprehend, don’t we? 
 Such is the wonderfully mysterious 
Presence of God revealed to us. 
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 Though the Christian doctrine of the 
Holy Trinity is one that emerged and 
developed over a period of a couple of 
hundred years in the early Church, there are 
yet many passages in Scripture that speak of 
God as making His Presence known and 
accessible to us in different “forms”.  In the 
very first verses of Genesis we read of the 
Spirit hovering over the waters of precreation.  
We read of “three men” (a theophany of three 
persons constituting God’s Being) appearing 
to Abraham and Sarah.  We read of Jacob’s 
‘dream’ in which he wrestles with God.  The 
Gospel of John – especially if read through as 
a whole – gives perhaps the fullest picture of 
Father, Son and Holy Spirit as Three In One, 
as Three Persons who act separately but 
always in concert. 
 Jesus, in John 14, verses 15 & 16, 
says:  “If you love me you will obey my 
commands; and I will ask the Father and He 
will give you another to be your Advocate, who 
will be with you for ever – the Spirit of Truth.”  
These words bring two other passages to 
mind for me.  Elsewhere in John’s Gospel, 
Jesus utters those well known words:  “I am 
the Way, the Truth and the Life.”  And in St. 
Paul’s 1st Letter to the Corinthians, Paul says, 
“In a word, there are three things that last 
forever: faith, hope, and love; but the greatest 
of them all is love.”  (NEB). 

It has been observed that these 
theological Terms come in threes: “the Way, 
the Truth, and the Life,” and “Faith, Hope, and 
Love,” may be much more than simple coinci-
dence  and  may  in fact  give  us a mysterious

Dear Sisters and Brothers, 
I don’t know about you, but it seems to me that we only got a passing glance from spring before 
landing smack in the middle of summer. All of a sudden, graduation season is over and it’s time to 
think about beach reading, camp, and family vacations. We’re already in the midst of our usual 
summer weather patterns of ninety-five degree days and lots of rain storms in the late afternoon!  
 One place that I pray will not be stormy this summer is the 76th General Convention of the Episcopal Church, which will 

take place July 8-17 in Anaheim, CA. For interesting background on this triennial event, I suggest you see the excellent 
piece by Gregory Straub, Executive Officer and Secretary of the convention, on page eight or at 
http://www.episcopalchurch.org/gc2009_97524_ENG_HTM.htm. 
 
While a number of controversial topics will be discussed at General Convention, I remain cautiously optimistic that what 
ultimately results will not change the direction of our mission and ministry in the Diocese of Florida. I know that human 
sexuality and proposals regarding the blessing of same-sex unions will be debated. I am opposed to these proposals 
and I do not expect them to be approved. Some very positive things will also be considered, including intercommunion 
with the Moravian Church, a small church with roots in Germany and many members in Pennsylvania and North 
Carolina. You may remember that it was as he attended a prayer meeting with Moravians that our own Anglican John 
Wesley said that he “felt his heart strangely warmed.” I will welcome intercommunion with the Moravians. During 
General Convention, there will be regular reports from me and from the rest of your deputation on our web site. I have 
scheduled a clergy conference immediately following General Convention, and you will be hearing detailed reports on 
General Convention from your clergy at that time.
