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write this article, “Dennis, if you (2d 

person plural here) build it, they will 

come.”  If we build our Church on the 

foundation upon which it must stand – the 

founding Rock of Jesus Christ – “they” – 

our portion of that remnant of believers – 

will come.  If we build our Church on love 

and in the love of Jesus, people will see 

that, and those who come will come again.  

If we build our Church on hospitality, 

extending to guests a warm welcome and 

inviting them to return again, they will do 

so.  If we invite others to our Church, with 

genuine and sincere interest in them as 

who they are and where they are in their 

lives, they will sense that genuine sincerity 

and feel inclined to accept the invitation.  

If we behave like Christians in our 
relationships with others in our 

communities, we will be seen as fellow 

Christians in our Church, and this will be 

an encouragement to others who are 

looking for a Church.   

In other words, to grow the Church, we 

must be the Church.  I think we are.  Let‟s 

simply make a more concerted effort to get 

the word out – to live and talk the “Good 

News” in Christ Jesus our Lord.

   Taize has come to be known as a 

style of worship, based on a 

contemplative silence and prayer 

songs. Taize is the name of a small 

ecumenical monastic community in 

the Burgundy region of France, just 

north of Cluny.  The monastic 

movement began in 1940, when 

Brother Roger arrived in Taize, finding 

a small village without even a road, no 

telephone and no running water.  He 

was welcomed into the village 

community by a small group of elderly 

monks. Gradually, Brother Roger 

brought other monks to Taize. These 

monks had a youthful, vibrant 

presence, and under Brother Roger’s 

leadership, the community developed 

the Taize style of worship which has 

become world-renowned.    

By 1950, hundreds of young adults 

from all over the world were making 

pilgrimages to Taize. In Brother 

Roger’s words, “The pilgrimage does

encourages them to be

   Today, hundreds of thousands of 

people come to stay at Taize village. 

They live into the daily life of the 

community which is based on a 

simply structured routine of prayer in 

the morning, midday and evening. 

This prayer includes simple prayer 

song, psalms, Bible readings, 

silence and spoken intercessory 

prayers. 

   Throughout the vast worship 

space, built in 1962 and enlarged in 

1990, symbolic candlelight is used; 

seating is oriented toward an 

obvious visual symbol.  The room  is  
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The Rt. Rev. Samuel Johnson Howard 

Bishop of Florida 

filled with icons illuminated by the 

candles. In addition to worship, 

classes and counseling are offered. 

During their stay at the village, many 

spend extended time in silence. 

   It is often quite a challenge to 

incorporate the Taize style of 

worship into another setting. It is 

important to keep in mind that we 

cannot always copy exactly from 

another setting. What works in one 

place will not necessarily work in 

another. Worship leaders would well 

be advised to incorporate parts of 

the Taize worship into a way that 

adapts to their own community life. 

One way to do this is to introduce a 

Taize prayer song during 

communion. 

   At St. Paul’s Cathedral, in 

Oklahoma City, Taize services have 

been offered for about 10 years on 

an ongoing basis. At first, the 

community offered a modified Taize

Last year the Food Pantry served 10,318 people.  A total of 5,015 bags of groceries were given out.  There are 
no paid employees here, only volunteers.  Without donations, this much needed ministry could not survive.

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Generally, Lent is a season for “giving up something”  or “taking on something,” to travel with Christ, His 
journey to the cross.  Our journey of course is laced with the after knowledge that the Resurrection occurs 
and Easter will bloom in our hearts again.  Lent might be the perfect time for us to “take on” the mantle of 
Christ in our response to “feeding the poor, healing the sick, and setting free the oppressed.”  The 
Millennium Development Goals are goals designed to lift those in poverty out through self-sustaining 
industry, provision of clean and safe drinking water, better child and maternal health care, equal access to 
education, ability to treat  AIDS, malaria and other diseases, ensure environmental stability and develop a 
global partnership to assure this development.  These goals are within our power and our resources even 
in the midst of our own economic upheaval and turmoil.  Now is not the time to back down!  Perhaps 
though, now is the time to learn about sacrificial giving, that giving I think that is close to the heart of Jesus, 
the gift of the “Widow’s Mite.”  Perhaps Lent is a perfect time to fast!  From Isaiah 58: 6-8, “Is not this the 
fast that I choose:  to loose the bonds of injustice, to undo the thongs of the yoke, to let the oppressed go 
free, and to break every yoke?  Is it not to share your bread with the hungry, and bring the homeless poor 
into your house; when you see the naked, to cover them, and not to hide yourself from your own kin?  Then 
your light shall break forth like the dawn, and your healing shall spring up quickly; your vindicator shall go 
before you, the glory of the Lord shall be your rear guard.”  In today’s age of globalization, the internet and 
live satellite TV, we cannot pretend that we do not see our neighbors around the world who are starving, 
uneducated, afflicted with vile diseases, lacking basic health, sanitation and clean water.  We can no longer 
pretend that they are too far away to help or they having nothing to do with us.  
 
From the Meeting God Bible:  “Fasting in order to cleanse heart and mind for deep prayer” (a Lenten 
custom especially on Ash Wednesday)”has been, traditionally, an integral part of Jewish and Christian 
practice.  If one also offers the money saved in food expense, the practice can be a step toward the kind of 
fast described in this passage.  What partial or total fast from certain foods or luxuries might you undertake 
today and in the coming week so that you could make an additional donation of money to support God’s 
work?  From what amusements might you fast in order to devote the time to helping others? “  Lent is a 
prayerful opportunity to “fast” and use money you might otherwise have spent on a meal or extra food 
items to donate to the Millennium Development Goals, a step toward the recommended contribution of .7% 
of our personal incomes which would help lift 500 million people out of extreme poverty.  It is also an 
excellent time to take on “helping others” in whatever way God might be calling you:  working at the Food 
Bank, working at your church Thrift Shop, taking Eucharist to the homebound, visiting the homebound and 
those in nursing homes giving them the gift of your time that you might otherwise have been spending 
watching TV or going to a movie.  Perhaps you might want to help in some way promote the plight of our 
starving neighbors around the globe many of whom live in fear of their lives as well as fearing that there 
may not be anything to eat the next day or even clean water to drink.  Being hungry, well, educated or even 
safe should not be an accident of birth!  Please use this Lent to pray and discern how God may be calling 
you and how you might answer His call.

We Are Not Citizens of This World 
 

Jan Karon, author of the bestselling Mitford Years novels, has been a favorite of mine since Mary Agnes introduced me to 
them some 8 years ago.  Over the years, I have become intimate with nearly every spot and person contained in Mitford.   
“In your lively imagination, the faces of Uncle Billy and Miss Rose, George Gaynor, Hope Winchester, Miss Sadie and 
Louella, Mule Skinner, Dooley, Lace, Ester Bolick are all as familiar to you as the flowers in your garden.” (The Mitford 
Bedside Companion).   
 
This is the story of a common but wonderful Episcopal Priest in North Carolina. Mary Agnes has always felt that Fr. David 
Kidd in High Springs must be what Fr. Tim is like.  I would highly recommend the series to you for hours of enjoyment, 
inspiration and insight.  I plan to quote sections from this series each month in hopes that you enjoy it as much as I. 
 
In Jan Karon’s Patches of Godlight – Father Tim’s Favorite Quotes, she quotes from The Landisfarne, via The Anglican 
Digest –  
 
“We are not citizens of this world trying to make our way to heaven; we are citizens of heaven trying to make our way 
through this world.  That radical Christian insight can be life-changing.  We are not to live so as to earn God’s love, inherit 
heaven, and purchase our salvation.  All those are given to us as gifts; gifts bought by Jesus on the cross and handed 
over to us.  We are to live as God’s redeemed, as heirs of heaven, and as citizens of another land: the Kingdom of God. 
We live as those who are on a journey home; a home we know will have the lights on and the door open and our Father 
waiting for us when we arrive.  That means in all adversity our worship of God is joyful, our life is hopeful, our future is 
secure.  There is nothing we can lose on earth that can rob us of the treasures God has given us and will give us.”
